· Sat 7 – A ministry that can beam the Christian message into Muslim Countries that won’t allow Christians or even Bibles into their Country.

· THRED – A internet connection that reaches teens where they are in the media.  A blog where Christians can discuss issues.  There is a Lutheran Pastor on that blog.
